Course Description/Instructor’s Statement 
 

This course prepares students to gather, manipulate, and clean data from a variety of sources 
within a programming environment. Students will be introduced to visual data exploration and 
the deployment of data-driven visual storytelling. Topics include: APIs, Data Science 
Programming, SQL, Relational/NoSQL databases, data visualization. 
 
Instructor’s Description: 
This course offers a foundational introduction to data analytics in a business context, providing 
students with the core skills and techniques needed to work with data effectively and efficiently. 
Students will learn how to collect, clean, and manipulate data from various data sources, and 
develop an understanding of essential concepts such as data wrangling, exploratory data 
analysis (EDA), and data visualization. The course focuses on hands-on learning using Python 
libraries such as Pandas and Matplotlib. In addition, students will gain practical experience with 
Tableau which is a leading tool for creating interactive dashboard and compelling data stories.  
 
Course Learning Objectives: 
By the end of this course, students will be able to: 

1. Explain the different types of data analytics and how they can be applied to address 
complicated business problems.  

2. Understand and apply the fundamentals of functional programming using a modern 
programming language and development environment. 

3. Clean, transform, and manipulate various types of data within a programming 
environment.

4. Conduct preliminary data analysis to extract insights and patterns using programming 
tools.  

5. Demonstrate an understanding of visual data exploration, including selecting appropriate 
chart types and identifying trends and distributions. 

6. Understand the fundamentals of visual data deployment, including the ability to select 
and use pre-attentive attributes, design and implement dashboards, and effectively apply 
data storytelling techniques.

Midterm
